Background/Supporting Information

Fire Station No. 17, located at 330 East 38" Street, is owned and operated by the City of
Minneapolis. The current facility was built in 1992 and serves the south central neighborhoods
of the city. On May 25, 2007 the City Council and Mayor awarded the bid for Minneapolis Fire
Station No. 17 Mechanical Upgrades, to Northern Air Corporation for the amount of $299,900.

This Project provides for mechanical upgrades related to the construction of additional living
guarters and upgraded kitchen accommodations for the staff at Station No. 17. A construction
contingency was included in the original budget to provide for plan revisions, unforeseen
conditions, and changes that would typically occur in projects of this type but are not in the
original scope of work in the Contract.

The additional work in this instance consists of providing isolation valves for hydronic heating
pipe systems, insulation panels related to commercial kitchen equipment, and an additional
exhaust duct for ventilation improvements.

The Construction contingency provided as part of the original Project Budget
(06200/6800350/FIR02) approved by City Council in September 2006 is adequate for Change
Order No. 1 (Final), therefore no additional appropriation is required.
