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On May 8, 2024, Office of Community Safety (OCS) staff co-facilitated an event with the National
Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP). The event was held at Sabathani
Community Center. 17 people joined the conversation. Most identified as African American.

After a presentation about the concept of community safety and community safety centers, participants
engaged in voting activities and conversation about what social services and resources are important in
a community safety center.

The following social services received the most votes:
